With the FIND BOOKS page (Search Other Libraries) the catalogs of large research
libraries (Indiana and Purdue universities, and others) can be searched as well, and students may borrow
materials from these institutions (ask a librarian about Interlibrary Loan). Topics (subject headings) in VU

Journal of Cloth & Culture, and Fashion Theory: The Journal of Dress, Body & Culture.



e The MasterFile Premier database includes journals such as Black Elegance, Harper’s Bazaar,
Essence, Indianapolis Monthly, Interview, Chatelaine, InStyle, Cosmopolitan, Good
Housekeeping, Heart and Soul, Flare, Retail Merchandiser, Discount Merchandiser, Shape,
Textile World.

e Business Source Premier includes WWD: Women’s Wear Daily and many business publications,
and is a good source to use to find information about retail chains, companies, etc.

Proquest provides full-text journals from many areas, but is especially strong on Social Sciences topics.
Full text journals include Flare, Essence, InStyle, Interview, Harper’s Bazaar, New York Times.

NewsBank's America’s Newspapers database provides full-text articles from local, state, and national
newspapers.
