Who is eligible to enroll? As a nursing specialty, there are specific qualifications for
those entering faith community nursing. The person must be a registered nurse with a
current license or a student in a baccalaureate nursing education program. The person
must also have at least 2-5 years of experience where skills have been developed for
health assessment and problem-solving. Upon completion of the program students
will receive 36.5 credit hours of continuing education and a noncredit Certificate of
Completion from Vincennes University. Attendance for all online and classroom hours
is required for the noncredit certificate.

This class is a hybrid class with a majority of the training done online. Will also

require face-to-face meetings in Jasper, IN on March 17, 5 -9pm, April 7,5 - 9pm, and
May 5, 5 - 9pm. (All times are EASTERN.)
